SACRAMENTO COMMUTER & MIDDAY EXPRESS
ROUTE & SCHEDULE CHANGES
November 3, 2009
Yuba-Sutter Transit is considering route and schedule changes to the Sacramento Commuter and Midday Express service to make better use of available seating capacity and improve overall service quality.  All Sacramento passengers are now being asked for their input on their preferred route and schedule options before a final recommendation is made to the Board of Directors at a special night meeting and public hearing on Thursday, December 3, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the Yuba County Board of Supervisors Chambers at 915 Eighth Street in Marysville.  Any changes that may result from this process are expected to be implemented on January 4, 2010.
The proposed changes include the elimination of all service to East Nicolaus and possible changes to the afternoon Highway 99 schedules.  East Nicolaus service is now available only on the 1st and 3rd AM and PM Highway 70 schedules and the northbound 2nd Midday schedule.  As proposed, the East Nicolaus stop would be eliminated and the affected schedules would be adjusted accordingly.  [The 1st and 3rd AM Highway 70 schedules would begin five minutes later; the 1st and 3rd PM Highway 70 schedules would end five minutes earlier; and, the northbound 2nd Midday schedule would end five minutes earlier.]

Proposed changes to the afternoon Highway 99 schedules have been reduced to three basic options as shown below.  Option 1 would retain the six existing afternoon schedules as they are currently operated.  Options 2 and 3 would still provide six afternoon schedules, but both include the addition of a new earlier afternoon schedule by increasing the time between the later afternoon schedules.

We especially want to hear from those directly affected by the proposed changes, but we also want to hear from those who might consider adjusting their current schedule in response to a route or schedule change.  Include your name, the schedule that you most frequently ride now, your preferred option and which schedule you would choose to ride on a regular basis.  [Example:  “My name is John Doe; I now ride the 1st PM 99; I prefer Option #3; and, I would ride the 2nd PM 99.”]

Interested persons may submit comments regarding the proposed changes, either verbally or in writing, before or at the December 3rd public hearing.
